Happy Spring Everyone. Life’s renewal has begun! Darkness of winter is fading fast. Grass is greening up, trees are starting to bud, bulbs are flowering up. What blessed time of year as we prepare for the Celebration of Easter. The Resurrection! Lives restored, death defeated! Eternal Life. 
However, the Grief Journey is there, in many different topics, not just the passing of a loved one or friend, but all things that folks attribute to Grief. 
So, my Topic for this newsletter is “Living Life on Life’s Terms”

“Gratitude always outweighs the negative if you practice it! 
Every year, we are participants in Recovery Conventions, Great Speakers and workshops. There is a workshop called The Spirituality Walk. During this workshop, affirmations are spoken in your ear, as you are passed back and forth between two lines, with your eyes closed. Trusting in the care and safety of others, as you experience healing and serenity. Please let me share a few with you. If you are alone, look into a mirror and recite these to yourself. If you have someone you think would benefit from them, ask them to close their eyes, and receive them.
